Chronic Obstructive Pulmonary Disease Template Guide (TH)

The template includes coded data entry for all the quality indicators for COPD required by the 2006 GMS GP contract.  These are indicated in BOLD CAPITALS.  It also includes coded data entry for the payment and quality indicators for the TH local enhanced service.   Enter the code 9Oi for each patient in the enhanced service. 
We have included a number of other items which monitor good practice as outlined in the BTS and NICE guidelines for COPD and summarised in the CEG COPD Guidelines. 
The Read coding system for COPD is confusing.  We have deliberately not included the diagnosis code in the template, in case including it encourages multiple entries over time.  You must therefore make sure that you construct your disease register by entering the diagnosis of COPD, either as a problem title or through “A – Add” data on the medical record screen.  The preferred codes are:
